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In the past tffo weeks Moscow has engaged in a full-scale propaganda attack
on American aggression against China, has praised Peiping's "voluntary"
assistance to the Korean People's Army, has noted "panic" in the United
States and has dwelt on the European nations' opposition to the militant
course being pursued by the United States. On the other hand, it has not
applied a propaganda pattern that commits Soviet propagandists to any specific
course of action vis-a-vis Chinese Communist intentions south of the 38th
Parallel or in negotiations leading to a political rather than a military
settlement.
