KOREA. UN fighter pilots' observations of eneg; jet airoraft: During the
course ol an encounter between BU ~15's an -00's in the Sinui ju-
Sinanju area on the afternoon of 12 October, UN pilots.observed the follow-
ings ' :
(1) One enemy aircraft in a flight was "a shoulder wing typs and was
' believed to be a Type~15." The UN airoraft passed within 100 feet
of the enemy plane and observed the figure "1% but no other markings.

(2) A MIG pilot was “wearing & dark colored, close fitting helmet. The
enemy pilot also wore an oxygen mask but no goggles, and appeared
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to be light oomplexioxied."

., Comments While still not confirmed, it is entirely possible that the
enemy 1s employing the Type-15 for combat testing purposes and is attempting
to conoeal its presence among the more familiar MIG-15's.

It would.appear difficult to deteot the co_lofa.tion of an enemy pilot
wder oonditions of high-speed jet combat. It is probable, however, that
Soviet personnel are piloting some of the eneny jet airoraft encountered in
Korea.

Comment: This is the first lmown instance of Russian language voioe
transmissIon being received on UN grownd radio sets. While Soviet military
personnel have been frequently reported previously as serving sntieiroraft
artillery in North Korean rear arees, this transmission would seem to uuu-
firm the presence of Soviet military personnel in some ground combat role.

It cannot be established from the limited material available whether
field or antiairoraft’ artillery fire was being directed and corrected by
this voios trensmissions The word “height" could apply either to altitude
in the case of antlairoraft artillery or to elevation in the casme of fimld
artillery. Similarly, area designators, such as "zones, sectors, or grids,"

ROK takes sotion to relieve housing shortage in South Korea: On 1L

Ootober the ROK Minister of Soclal Wellare announced thet, in view of ex-

cesses committed by landlords, refugees would now be allowed free lodging
in any living space they can locate.

Comment: The acute housing shortage in both rural and urban areas of
South Kore& has further worsened the lot of the estimated four million refu-
gees in the southern provinces (the Chollas and the Kyongsangs). Landlord
excesses, such as charging exorbitant rents and turning refugees out for non-
payment, have forced the ROK Government into this corrective action.
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
