Force Colonel Walter M. Mahurin, whose aircraft was shot down by
ground fire on 13 May.

The suggested presence of Soviet Lieutenant
General of Aviation, Vladimir Razuvaev, at the interrogation of Colonel
Mahurin is another indication of the Soviet Union's intense interest in
the military aspects of the Korean war.

General Razuvaev is the Soviet Ambassador
to North Korea and may be the over-all commander of Soviet aircraft
participating in the Korean air war.
