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2. North Korean pilots may be training for bomber escorts,:
Early on 6 August, a ground controller on the North Korean
GCI net, which is largely devoted to training, instructed a
plane to "go there and protect the bomber." A little later,
the same ground station queried, "Did you see the bomber?
You must protect the bomber.";

The US Air Force field unit comments that this is the
first observation of what appears to be the training of North
Korean fighter pilots in a bomber escort role. (CANOE 6920

Ten minutes later, the Russian ground controller scrambled
two Soviet flights with instructions to "aid . . . the
Islands (cover for Chinese). . . they are in battle with
Sabres south of the (Tae Dong River) ."

The US Fifth Air Force reports that one MIG-15 was
destroyed in combat in the Chinnampo area at the same time
as the above activity. The last preirious occurrence of this
type wag on 11 March.
