Y oslavia: Although the new diplcmatic
relationsyin. t e. stern uropean countries attain less praminence as more
coUntries fall in line, satellite recognttion of North Korea is still reported
prominently. In a series tt commentaries or, the satellite oountries,
discussion af Czechoslovakia and Poland is followed by the-Pyongyang radio
with a. laudatory discourse on Rumania. Selection of diploMats to represent.
Korea in these countries ls also reported ae under way..

d.. Soviet Troop Withdrawals: Still vague on facts and figures connected with
the. ArTiTua:i-lEMT7arlOggiii;ops, Pyongyang continues to highlight "solemn '

farewelle" and mentions 26 October as the date for one celebration at Simuiju
.Airfield. For the rest, a speech by Chairman, Kim of the "North Korean
PatriotiO Fighters.' Aid Committee," entitled, "Let Us Crush the American Scheme
Aimed at Prolonging Their Stay in South Korea," is tYpical.

From Moscow, Polyanovtakes up the subject ina coMmentary on 28 October (in
..Jepanese), remarking,that_When the Supreme People'.ounoilvon behalf of,
30 million Koreans, requested the T.T.S. and the USSR_to.evaouate theirtroopel_
"the U.S., Government rejected this request, but the'Soviet Otmernment gladly
acceded." This is just one reason why the 30 millionKoreans have welcomed

' the policy of the Soviet Government, "which is always working for the in-
dependence and freedom of Korea."

e. OctoberRevolution and Other Anniversaries: Echoing Moscow's hailing of
the dignificance of the "Great October levolutiori''..tor.Korea asswell as %Boa,
Pyongyang broadcasts typically commemorate the anniversary "as.our own, becauee
it is-so inseparably linked with our liberOion movement," It is also noted
that-3 November is e'dual anntversary for. Korea: that of the "democratic
elections" and the Kwangju students case, when influenced by the October
Revolution and. a study of socialecience, "progressive atudents" turned a local
affair into a revolutionary movement ageinst the Japanese. Today, therefore,
"it ie not anaccident that students in South Korea are bearing arms in the
struggle against the traitors," (Pyongyang, 2 Noveuber1948)
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
